Lake Oswego Robotics affiliated FIRST Tech Challenge Teams Advance to 2025 FIRST 
Championship and Premier Events 

Lake Oswego Robotics is proud to host five FIRST Tech Challenge (FTC) teams, namely All 
Hands on Tech (18127), Proxima Nova (25631), Mostly Operational (18119), Wire Fire (23260) 
and Beyond Tech (25952). We are proud to announce that all five of our FTC teams qualified for 
Oregon’s FIRST Tech Challenge Championship Tournament held on March 15th and 16th. 
Four of our teams reached the Division finals and two competed in the Oregon 
championship finals; the championship tournament involved a total of 48 competing teams. 

The FIRST Tech Challenge is a premier global STEM robotics program for high school and 8th 
grade middle school students. Each season, teams design, build, and program their robot to 
complete complex game challenges. Matches pair two-team alliances against each other 
requiring these teams to incorporate both cooperation and competition as a strategy, known as 
“coopertition” in these circles. This year’s challenge, INTO THE DEEP, immerses teams in an 
underwater themed competition.  

Congratulations to Team 18127 All Hands on Tech and Team 25631 Proxima Nova for 
advancing to the 2025 FIRST Championship in Houston, Texas, on April 16-20th. 
Additionally, congratulations to Team 18119 Mostly Operational and Team 25952 Beyond 
Tech for earning a spot at a FIRST Premier Event.
